2nd Gates Competition (as seen from the Standard Class side of the Competition) of 
2016 held at Killarney 4x4 on the 5 June 2016  
 
As this was the first gates event that Russell had to set up himself, we decided we 
needed ample time to set up beforehand.  With our son Trevor, we headed to 
Killarney 4x4 on Saturday at around lunch time.  When we arrived, we set up our 
tent and unpacked the vehicle and then went to look for a likely spot to set up for the 
standard class vehicles.   
 
Wesley, Tanya and Richard had arrived before us and Wesley pointed out a really 
muddy area just off to the front of where we were camping.  We started to plot out 
the route and Russell decided to be the guinea pig and try out the course.  After 
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becoming bogged down and having to be pulled out of the mud three times, it was 
decided to find an alternative area for the standard class vehicles.  Brendan, Mark 
and Winston had arrived and Brendan and Mark went off to scout for a reasonable 
route for the standard class.  Within a couple minutes they were back and the gully 
and river crossing was an ideal place to start setting up.    
 
Quite a while later, and after much testing of the different gates routes, we had 6 
gates for the standard class and one progressive which both classes were to do the 
next day. 
 
Brendan then started to set courses for the modified and on attempting the first 
obstacle, managed to get stuck.  He was pulled out and took a different route.  Leon 
then arrived and assisted in setting up the first gate for the modified class and then 
we moved up the bank and behind the swimming pool to look for more places for the 
modified vehicles gates.  As it was getting dark, it was decided that the balance of 
the modified gates would be set up early the following morning.   
 
It was then time to light the braais and get supper going.  It was a fairly early night 
when we retired to our tents so we could be fresh for the following day.   
 
Sunday dawned slightly overcast and after coffee and breakfast the first vehicles 
started arriving.  By this time Brendan and Leon has already set up the modified 
class gates and they also had to do 6, with the progressive as an extra. 
 
After scrutineering and debriefing the drivers, 
we headed for the first gate for the standard 
class, which saw many roll backs and one driver 
taking out his indicator lens instead of taking a 
roll back or hitting a banner.

had set up challenging gates and the drivers 
had to really concentrate through some of the 
obstacles.  We used banner tape on two of 
the gates and any driver touching the tape 
received nil for that gate. 
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We then had a river crossing which 
proved difficult for one or two drivers.  
The drivers had to go back through the 
river the other way for another gate.   
We then added another interesting 
challenge and the drivers had to 
reverse down a bank into the river, 
along a riverbed and out of the river a 
bit further on up onto the bank again.
